Rene Tabard,(a leading member of the French Film academy) discovered he was not dead, when two children (Isabelle Melies  and Hugo Cabret)were reading a book about him, and they told him he was not dead then he visited and found out it was true.
Too much of the crowds excitement, Georges Melies then came up and gave an inspirational speech. Rene Tabard stated “He is an inspiration to everyone.” Then his most famous movie a trip to the moon started playing. “I am so happy for him. “Quoted Mama Jean (George’s wife.)
Georges started making his movies in a huge glass house; this is where all the magic happened.  The sets, costumes and movies were made. After the Great War everyone’s tastes had changed (because everyone had experienced it already for themselves) and no one liked his movies, so he burnt everything. He didn’t have much money so he sold his movies which were turned into boot heels.
