CLOTHS
Greek woman wore long tunics called a chitoe. This has made from a piece of cotton or linen. Over this, they wore a cloak draped from her shoulders, called a himation. Young men wore short tunics, while older men preferred long ones. Slaves often wore just a strip of cloth called a loincloth.
