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This term we are very excited to base our learning on the topic of the Rainforests. We will be learning about
the importance of the rainforests, what the provide us with and the effects of deforestation. We will be linking
our English to our topic by reading a book which is set in the rainforest and writing jungle animal poetry..

English

In English this half term we will
be using a book called The
Great Kapoc Tree by Lynne
Cherry, to inspire a range of
writing such as narrative and
non-fiction. The story about a
rainforest also provides a link to
our topic learning as well.We
will also be learning about
poetry about different animals.
We will also continue to work
on spelling rules, writing a
range of sentences and
improving our punctuation.

Science

This term we will be learning about
two science topics. We will be
starting the term with ‘Teeth and
Digestion’ and finishing the term
with a topic on ‘States of Matter’.
We have lots of hands on activites
planned which we know the
children will really enjoy.

ICT

In ICT we will be looking at
rainforests creatures and using
coding in Scratch to bring them to
life. We will continue with our e-
safety scenarios.

PSHE

This half term we will be
exploring the theme of
‘Looking ahead’. We will
be thinking about how to
look ahead to the future,
what would like to
achieve next year and
how school life will be
different in year 5.
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Maths

This half term we will be learning
about shape and angles,
specifically triangles and
guadrilaterals. We will also be
learning statistics and revising our
calculation methods and number
work.

Alongside these topics we will also
be continuing to learn number
bonds and our times tables.
