 Write a letter as though you are living in the Stone Age/Iron Age which 
is being read by someone now. 

 Make a Stone Age or Iron Age scene in a shoe box 

 Create a pattern made out of stones (Take a photo of it and bring it to 
school) 

 Make a model of what a Stone Age/Iron Age village might look like.
