· Find out about food in a European country.  Find and make a recipe from the country.  Bring it in or take photographs of you making it.
· Make a poster to persuade people to visit a European country of your choice.  What makes the country special?
· Make a map of a route you often travel through.  It could be 2D or 3D.
· Create a collage of European landmarks or flags.
· Create a new story for Traction Man.  Could be handwritten, recorded, typed or cartoon strip.
