	Summary of current hook:

In the first week the children are being immersed in an ocean world, being introduced to their new text, writing sea ballards, making twig boats and looking at Hokasai’s wave painting.
	Summary of current celebration:
To celebrate the learning journey, Year 5 will be writiing an adventure story based on their class text Kensuke’s Kingdom.   They will also be creating their own wave image based on a study of Hokasai’s wave and an exploration of drawing, painting and oil pastel techniques.  The children will investigate possible twin towns for Chandlers Ford in the Geography topic on European cities.

	Learning Journey

Throughout the half term, learning about what ‘Adventures are out there,’ Year 5 have a geography lead unit. This will explore three different across Europe focusing on the human and physical geographical features in each and comparing them with Chandlers Ford.  The children will decide which of these towns would make the most suitable twin town and write to the Council with their suggestions.  
The class text, Kensuke’s Kingdom, is an adventure story, through which the children will explore how writers describe settings, characters, create suspense and empathy.  The children will read their published stories to Year 3 children in order to gain experience of reading aloud effectively.  
The Science topic this term is ‘materials and their properties’, in which children make solutions and mixtures and explore reversible and irreversible changes.
	RSE
The RSE unit this half term is called “Valuing difference”. We will explore how to respect our differences, identify discrimination and consider how to always  be kind to others.

	
	Outdoor Learning
In the first week the children will using the outdoor environment to explore one of our Hampshire Illustrated books, they will also take part in Outdoor Classroom day.

	
	E-Safety
The message of  teaching children how to stay safe online will continue to be promoted through ICT lessons.

	What are the current curriculum links to Maths and English?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Using Kensuke’s Kingdom the children will explore how writers describe settings and characters, as well as how to create suspense and empathy, they will then use these skills to create their own adventure story.
Across the Maths curriculum, we will be focusing on the areas: fractions, geometry (3D shapes), measurement of time, mass and capacity and using all four operations to solve problems.
