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	Summary of current hook:
Most of the learning in each subject this half term will be based upon the theme of Antarctica. In Geography, children will be learning about extreme climates and how they are benficial to survivial. This will coincide with learning in English about how the famous explorer Ernest Shackleton survived in Antarctica and finally, in Science, the children will learn about the different lifecycles of polar animals.
	Summary of current celebration:
To celebrate the learning journey, Year 5 will be producing biographies, persuasive speeches and complaint letters in English, all linked to the events they will read about in Shackleton’s Journey. In Design Technology, the children will design and create felt hats that would withstand the extreme Antarctic climate conditions.

	Learning Journey

Throughtout the half term, Year 5 have a geography lead unit. This will explore whether extreme climate provide us with natural resources to survive. As part of the geographical learning, children will find out about biomes, focusing particularly on Antarctica and the Russian Tundra. Alongside this, children will develop their knowledge of natural resources: energy and minerals. In turn this will link to our English work based upon Ernest Shackleton. Our lead text is Shackletons Journey, a beautiful picture book, that will bring his adventures to life. This will then form the basis of our English curriculum. Other subjects will link in to this overall topic of ‘Explorig Antarctica’. In DT we will design and create hats suitable for warmth in extreme climates. Science will involve life cycles of mammals, birds, insects and plants, focusing on those we find in our extreme climates. 

	RSE
The RSE unit this half term is called “Right and Responsibilities”. We will explore our role and that of others in society. We will also explore how we can benefit from being part of a community.

	
	Outdoor Learning
Throughout the half term, we will use the outdoors to support both our Geography (fieldwork) and Science (lifecycles).

	
	E-Safety
The message of  teaching children how to stay safe online will continue to be promoted through ICT lessons.

	What are the current curriculum links to Maths and English?
Using Shackletons Journey, we will be writing biographies, letters, speeches and finally produce a biography. To finish the half term we will also create our own poems. 
Across the Maths curriculum, we will be focusing on the areas: fractions, capacity and data handling. Links will be found through geographical  and scientific data.
